Mr. Sunshine added, “Although the initid order is for only seven units totaling $84,000, the
ggnificance of this order isthat based on yearly historica usage, we anticipate the U.S.
Navy will require between 25 to 30 units on an annud basis resulting in gpproximately
$360,000 in additiond business annualy for Behlman.”

“Infact,” the CEO noted, “Behlman has received severa new development ordersin the
last twelve months for its COTS power solutions that we are confident will ultimately result
in dgnificant yearly production orders.
